Motion to Publicly Oppose the Report of the Commission on Inter-Cultural, Inter-Religious and Inter-Racial Relations on Campus.

Whereas, the Commission on Inter-Cultural, Inter-Religious and Inter-Racial Relations on Campus was established to "contribute to a better context for dialogue and understanding on the Carleton campus and in the surrounding community about inter-cultural, inter-religious and inter-racial relations on campus", and

Whereas, the Commission recently released its final report on October 12th, 2012 to the public, and

Whereas, there are a range of methodological issues with the report. These issues include biased sampling, selective analysis of survey data, and a situating of data as representative of certain groups on campus when this was not the case, and

Whereas, the Commission failed to address the wide range of inter-cultural, inter-religious and inter-racial issues raised in the 2010 student satisfaction survey used to inform its work, and

Whereas, the report fails to promote a better context for dialogue when it conflates political criticism and student activities with hate speech, therefore creating barriers to dialogue on important issues to Carleton community members, and

Whereas, many faculty members and commission members have publicly criticized the report through a public letter and are asking community members to join them in signing the letter, therefore

Be it resolved that the Graduate Students' Association join the public opposition to the Report, and

Be it further resolved that the GSA sign the open letter produced by faculty and commission members.
