Whereas the Canadian First Nation communities have begun the Idle No More campaign in response to efforts in the Omnibus bill C-45 to make changes to environmental  protections without consulting the First Nations and Inuit communities; and

Whereas these changes endanger historic  treaty rights agreed to by the Crown and/or Canadian Government including those to supporting the traditional way of life and hunting and fishing rights; and 

Whereas the First nation leaders at the time of the treaties understood they were made with the Nation of Canada and the Crown and as sharing, not sale of their land; and

Whereas the Graduate Students’ Association has shown support in the past to similar campaigns, including but not limited to Shannen’s Dream, Sister’s in Spirit, Jordan’s Principle, and the Attawapiskat Housing Crisis; therefore

Be it resolved that that the Graduate Students’ Association endorse the Idle No More movement; and

BIFRT GSA departmental societies and councilors be encouraged to disseminate information relating to the Idle No More movement, and 

BIFRT the GSA write an open letter to the Prime Minister and the Governor General  of Canada in support of Idle No More  movement and requesting meetings and action on meetings with First Nation’s and Inuit leaders.
